After an in-depth reassessment of our goals, PAVE's founder, board, and dedicated
volunteers realized that to truly shatter the silence, we need to grow.
Our work has mostly been done by volunteers over the past fifteen years with donations

and a handful of sponsorship dollars resulting from community groups and local charities.
We need partners to help get more materials into the hands of our Chapters, victims, and
prevention outreach.

Promoting Awareness, Victim Empowerment (PAVE) is a multi-chapter national 501C3
nonprofit organization that uses education and action to shatter the silence of sexual

violence through targeted social, educational and legislative tactics.

PAVE partners with the Clery Center for Security on campus for the “Safe Campus, Strong
Voices” Campaign — a national campaign for Campus Safety Awareness Month. Kits
were mailed to 100 colleges across the country. SCSV focuses victim empowerment,
prevention, bystander intervention, and provides tangible tools for both men and women
to work together to create a safer campus, raising awareness and engaging to shatter
the silence of campus sexual violence.
