What is PAVE? 
PAVE: Promoting Awareness, Victim Empowerment is a national multi-chapter, 
grassroots nonprofit. PAVE uses education and action to shatter the silence of sexual 
and domestic violence. PAVE's work has been featured on CNN, Today Show, and in 
TIME. In 2008, America’s Most Wanted online Safety Center featured PAVE’s Founder 
Angela Rose giving tips on how to help someone who has been sexually assaulted.  

PAVE History 
 Angela Rose, PAVE Founder, was the victim of a violent crime at the age of seventeen when she was 
accosted at knifepoint as she was leaving her job at a shopping mall, abducted, and assaulted by a repeat sex 
offender on parole for murder. The assailant eventually let her go, and a bruised and disoriented Rose was 
shocked at the treatment of her case. That night at the police station, the detective didn't believe her story! All 
of the anguish that existed during the abduction was immediately replaced by anger and a strong sense of 
vigilance. Within weeks, her anger turned into activism.  

 
Angela worked with the perpetrator's previous victims as well as the 

community to help enact Illinois Sexually Dangerous Persons Commitment Act 
in 1998. During the process of gathering petitions to change IL state law, 
countless people confided in Rose that they had been victimized in the past, 
though very few had ever reported or shared their story. She came to realize 
how incredibly widespread sex crimes are, though most of them are committed 
by someone who we know and trust (usually by a spouse, date, friend, or 
family member.)

While completing her undergraduate work at the University of WI-Madison, Angela was frustrated by 
the lack of activism on this crucial issue. She tried to find an organization like PAVE to join, but there wasn't 
one. Rose spent weeks interviewing key members of the community, advocates, professors, Dean of Students, 
as well as employees of the Department of Corrections. She wanted to be cautious not to step on any toes and 
avoid recreating the wheel. Moreover, she realized the importance of working in coalition with other groups.  

 
Angela spent much of her time as a silent observer of multi-cultural group meetings. She came to 

realize how different groups of people can experience additional barriers in dealing with sex crimes. She 
cultivated PAVE to be inclusive and explore these issues. Rose feels very strongly about including men in the 
movement of sexual assault awareness. She has worked tirelessly to ensure that PAVE is open to everyone 
and not just for survivors. 

 
PAVE's work is both prevention and awareness based. We work to stop sexual and domestic violence 

before it even starts, through challenging any cultural norms that encourage violence or ignores the spectrum 
of sexual abuse that exists. Additionally, PAVE also strives to create an awareness and response to injustices 
done to the victims and survivors of sexual violence. Through being both prevention and awareness based, 
PAVE is working to end sexual violence on all fronts. Now a national non-profit with chapters in multiple states, 
PAVE is committed to ending sexual violence through education and empowerment. Angela continues to serve 
as the organization’s Executive Director.

Binding Project 
The Binding Project is an international art empowerment campaign where participants 
write a word of empowerment on plastic zip tie bracelets. PAVE is currently collecting 
thousands of binding bracelets to be included in an installation art piece. These zip ties are 
what was used to bind Angela's hands behind her back during the abduction.

 
 
Emergency National Protest "Call it RAPE"  
In 2007, PAVE staged an emergency protest dubbed "Call it RAPE" where nearly 40 
cities across the country participated in response to the silencing of rape victims in 
court.

International Conference on Violence, Abuse and Tra uma 
PAVE collaborates with IVAT for the International Conference on 
Violence, Abuse, and Trauma for the past four years. This is a premiere, 
cost-effective, multidisciplinary conference that brings over 1,500 people 
and agencies together to make a significant positive impact on creating 
violence and abuse-free homes, communities, and societies. 

 
 
Diversity Campaign 
PAVE successfully initiates dialogue and action on sexual assault within diverse cultural 
communities. PAVE recognizes the additional barriers that communities of color may face 
in dealing with sex crimes. 
 
 

 
Male Outreach Campaign  
PAVE launched a men's initiative called Men Opposing Sexual Assault (MOSA) to 
emphasizes that sexual assault is not just a women’s issue, but one that affects 
everyone.  One project was a poster campaign created with the men in MOSA 
and UW-Madison Health Services.  "I Have the Courage, We Have the Power to 
Stop Sexual Assault," poster began going up on buses and around campus last 
week. The poster Men are an important part of the prevention effort, says Austin 
King, of Men Opposing Sexual Assault, who is featured in the ad. The group’s 

goal is to educate men on sexual violence and to promote gender equality. "All of us can help play a role in 
ending sexual violence. As men, we have a special role to play," he says. "Overwhelmingly, it is men that 
perpetrate and facilitate this crime, so it is incumbent upon us to take an active part in its elimination." 

 
International Efforts 
In November 2006, PAVE Founder, Angela Rose, traveled to Nassau, 
Bahamas to lead a four day educational initiative. Rose spoke to 
hundreds of students from over twenty high schools who were brought in 
from all over the island. They participated in the launch of the No Excuse 
for Abuse campaign spearheaded by Rose and the campaign chairman 
Sidney Strachan. The campaign included a Family Fun Day in a park 
featuring Rose, various musical acts, informational booths, and face 

painting. The following Monday, Rose was the keynote speaker at the Bahamas National Anti-Sexual Assault 
Conference.

PAVE created a Consent Coaster Campaign in coalition with the Chicago Chapter of 
NOW. These coasters were distributed to bars around the city in an effort to raise 
awareness on date rape and alcohol. 
 

 
 
Youth Education 
PAVE believes strongly in the education of our youth on issues of violence both 
sexual and domestic. We have created workshops and presentations tailored for 
various age groups from teen to college students. Moreover, Angela Rose has 
presented at youth detention centers and troubled youth facilities in two countries.
